Application Guidelines

The ASEF University is a two-week intensive enrichment programme held annually at venues alternating between Asia and Europe.  The programme offers a unique opportunity for up to 40 promising undergraduate/graduate students, preferably in their final undergraduate year or first graduate year, to broaden their horizon and deepen their insight into contemporary international issues and their significance for Asia and Europe in a multi-cultural setting. 

The theme of the 15th ASEF University is The Metropolis in Asia and Europe: Economic Globalisation, Cultural Heritage & Urban Planning.  The evolving state of international relations and the development of the globalisation process in Asia and Europe will redefine the urbanisation’s multifunctional system of cities. The 15th ASEF University will discuss and research a new typology of ‘city’, gathering (in)visible symbols and new ‘global’ functions, addressing the key questions framing the relationship between economic growth, development, and cultural heritage. The themes are selected in such a way that they will contribute to enhancing mutual understanding of Asian and European perspectives and priorities in ASEM process.

Criteria for Selection

A maximum of two (2) outstanding university students from each ASEM country can be accepted into the ASEF University.  In evaluating applications, ASEF will be considering the following criteria: 

· Citizenship. Participants must be citizens of the 43 ASEM countries. The ASEM countries include, on the Asian side, Brunei, Burma/Myanmar, Cambodia, China, India, Indonesia, Japan, Korea, Laos, Malaysia, Mongolia, the Philippines, Pakistan, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam and from Europe, Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden and United Kingdom.
· Academic records.  Participants must have consistent excellent academic records.
· Leadership.  Participants must demonstrate strong leadership qualities through their involvement in extra-curricular activities and an interest in areas beyond their studies.  Participants should also possess good inter-personal and communications skills.

· Knowledge of and interest in theme.  Participants must have adequate knowledge of the theme of the programme or are especially interested in the issues/topics of discussion.  

· Age and area of study.  Participants must not be more than 28 years old and should preferably be in their final undergraduate year or first graduate year.  The programme for the 15th ASEF University has been tailored for students reading the following courses: Asian Studies, European Studies, Development Studies, Architecture, Design, Urban Planning and Social Sciences.  This notwithstanding, applications from students reading other courses will also be given due consideration.

· Language proficiency.  Participants must be proficient in English.  This means that they must have the ability to clearly articulate their views in English and comprehend lectures on the relevant issues and topics delivered in English. 
· Knowledge of country of origin.  Participants are expected to have good knowledge of the history and recent developments in the countries they represent, so as to bring to national perspectives to the discussion on the different issues.  

Requirements

To apply for the 15th ASEF University, applicants must submit the following:
1. Complete ASEF University application form (Annex I)

2. Short essay on the theme (found in Annex II)

3. Two (2) recent passport-sized ID photos

4. Curriculum Vitae

5. A certified true copy of the transcript of academic records

6. Two (2) letters of recommendation from members of the university faculty
